The Property  
 
The Property consists of a total of approximately 254 acres in 11 separate parcels, all of which 

combine to create the Alexander Valley Resort (AVR) project. (See attached site plans and 

maps.) 

 

The Entitlement Process Is Complete 
 
The Property is located in Sonoma County in the City of Cloverdale (the ñCityò).  The 

entitlement process included approval of a Specific Plan, certification of the EIR, approval of the 

SB610 water supply assessment, and the annexation of the Property into the City.  The Cityôs 

General Plan designates the Property as ñDestination Commercialò with specific uses calling for 

a hotel, conference center, golf course, retail, commercial, and affiliated residential.  The 

Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), the Master Environmental Assessment (MEA), the 

Specific Plan Draft outlining the development process and timing for the entitlements, the Re-

circulated Draft Environmental Impact Report (ñRDEIRò), and the Final EIR (ñFEIRò) have 

been completed by the Cityôs consultant. The City approved the Specific Plan, certified the 

FEIR, and approved the Water Supply Assessment in 2009.  Annexation of the Property was 

submitted to the Sonoma County Local Agency Formation Commission (ñLAFCOò) for the 

annexation of the property into the City, and was approved on March 11, 2011.  The completion 

of the annexation allowed the entitlements to become effective.  Tyris continues to follow up the 

entitlement process by completing ñlot line adjustmentsò to reflect the approved plans for AVR.  

These lot line adjustments will be completed by the first quarter of 2012. 

 

The current plans for AVR are conceptual in nature.  The ultimate purchaser/developer will 

retain design flexibility to tailor each component of AVR to their particular marketing needs.
